Items 3,5,7,9 and 14 must always be filled in. You should always attach the list of
goods and services forwhich the trademark should apply.

Item 1: You should pay the fee when filing the application. The fee is non-
refundable even if the application is rejected or you withdraw the application. We
begin the examination of the application when the fee has been paid.

Item 2: For use by the applicant/representative.

Item 3: You must choose between three trademark types. The choice depends
onwho the owneris and whois going to use the mark. An “individual trademark”
is the normal type of trademark which may be owned by private persons or
companies. A “collective mark” is a specific type of trademark owned by an
association and used by the members of the association. A “guarantee or
certification mark” may be owned by physical or legal persons. The owner ofthe
marks certifies the goods/services covered by the registration. Itis not possible
to obtain rights to a guarantee or certification mark in relation to good/services
offered by oneself. The owner of a guarantee or certification mark stipulates the
standards for the goods and services for which the mark is used and inspects
that the standards are met.

Ifyourmarkis a“collective mark” or "guarantee or certification mark”, you must
provide information about the regulations governing the use of the mark in the
attached form. You should indicate the conditions for the use o the mark, e.g.
whether the marks is used in letterheads or websites, or whether the use
terminates at bankruptcy.

For collective marks itis important to indicate all the stipulations in the
application form.

Item 4: With a specified search report we provide an overview over identity or
similarity of trademarks and of goods and services that the office has taken into
accountwhenconductingthe searchforearliertrademarks.

Tick off this box if you request the specified search report. The fee is 700 DKK.

Item 5: For companies owned by natural persons you must indicate the person or
personsrepresentingthe company. Several persons mayfile anapplicationjointly.
Forpractical purpose, the Patentand Trademark Office willsendall correspondence
to the applicant at the top of the list in the application form. We consider this
applicant to be authorized to receive correspondence on behalf of the applicants.
If you wish for one of the other applicants to be the recipient of correspondence
you canindicate this by underlining that particular name.

Item 6: You may only apply forone mark in each application. Your application
covers the mark you type in or attach, precisely as it appears from the application.
Please note that you may not change the mark once the application is filed apart
fromsmallinsignificantchanges. Therepresentation ofyourmark mustcorrespond
to the ark type that you have indicated under item 7.

The requirements for the representation of your mark depend of the type of mark
that you have indicated under item 7. A word mark is represented by tying itin the
application. A figurative mark s represented by attaching a reproduction of the
mark. Three-dimensional marks are represented by a graphical (e.g. computer-
generated image) or a photographic reproduction of the shape. If the reproduction
of the three-dimensional shape is not electronic, you can submit six different views
of the shape. The representation of a position mark must show the position of the
mark on the product along with the size and proportion in relation to the product.
The parts of the product which do not form part of the mark should be indicated by
adotted line. The representation of a pattern mark must show the repetitive
elements or pattern. Colour marks are represented by a reproduction of a colour or
colour combination. In both cases the reproduction must contain an indication of
the colour code according toacommonly used colour system. Sound marks are
represented by submitting a sound file or an accurate musical notation. Motion
marks are represented by avideo clip or asequence of still pictures. Multimedia
marksare representedbyanaudiovisualfile ofimage and sound. Hologram marks
arerepresented byavideoclip, graphical (e.g. computer-generated) or
photographic reproduction.

The electronic reproduction of the mark may consist of the file formats mp3,
mp4,jpg, jped, png and gif. The reproduction may be attached ona USB drive
oras an attached file inan email.

If the reproduction is not electronic the mark must be reproduced on a separate
sheet. The reproduction should contain all views and images and must not
exceed one A4 page. The margin around the mark mustbe atleast2.5cm.

The reproduction of the mark must be of such a quality that it can be enlarged
or reduced to the a size of 8x8 cm.

Item 7: You must indicate the type of the trademark for which you are
applying. Thechoice depends onthe character or appearance ofthe mark.

Ifyour mark exclusively consists of standard typographical characters (e.g.
letters or numbers) without any graphical elements or colour, the mark s a “word
mark”.

A*figurative mark” consists of characters, a style or layout which cannot be
represented by standard typographical characters orof agraphical
reproductionorcolour. Logos aretypically figurative marks.

A*“shape mark” consists of athree-dimensional shape, suchas acontainerorthe
goods themselves.

A “position mark” is a mark which consists in the particular way in which the mark
is placed on or attached to the product. An example of this is a mark which is
always placed in the same way on the side of a shoe.

A*“pattern mark” consists of elements which hare repeated in aregular pattern,
such as the tread pattern of a car tyre.

A“colour mark” consists exclusively of the colour per se, or a combination of
colours, withoutany contours.

A*“sound mark” consists of a sound or acombination of sounds.

A “motion mark” consists of or contains a movement or a change in place of
the elementsin the mark.

A“multimedia mark” consists of orbecomes a combination orimage and sound.
A“hologrammark” consistsof elementswith holographic characteristics.

If your mark is not covered by any of the above types or you are not sure
which type to choose , you can selected “Other”. If you select “other”, you must
add a description of the mark under item 8.

Item 8: You may add a description of the markif necessary. The description
should only relate to the characteristics of the mark and not, for example, its
use. Formarktype “Other” adescriptionis mandatory.

Item 9: Indicate the numbers of the classes that are contained in your list of
goodsandservices. The basic applicationfee comprises 1 class. Asecond
class is 200 DKK and each additional class is 600 DKK.

In addition you must submit the attachment “List of Goods and Services”
specifying all the goods and/or services for which the mark is applied. Itis a
precondition forexamination of the application by The Patentand Trademark
Office that you have attached a list of goods and services to be covered by the
mark. You can choose to word the list yourself by describing the goods and
services applied for. If you are not sure to which class the goods or services
belong, you may omit the class number. Also you may always contactthe Patent
and Trademark Office for guidance. Otherwise you may copy the terms of the
particular class from the list of classes which is divided into 45 classes.
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Please note that these terms do not cover all goods and services within a class.

In principle, most goods and services are covered by the broad terms of the list
of classes. If you have goods or services which are not comprised by aterm, you
must make sure to list these also. Please be aware that your list of goods and
services cannot be amended with new goods or services once the application
has beenfiled. You should therefore make sure that you included all the relevant
goods and services. Ifyouhave indicated three classesinthe application and
subsequently wish to change the list of goods and services, this can only be
done by filing anew application.

Ifyou have any general remarks to the goods and services that your business
provides, these should be placed underitem 12.

Item 10: If you want to be represented by someone else during the examination
of the case, you must supply the name and address of the representative. You
must also attach a power of attorney which should indicate whether the
representative is to represent you during the examination of the application, or
also after the registration of the mark. You may find a form for power of
attorney on our website.

Item 11: You can obtain priority up to six months from the date when you first
applied for registration of the trademark abroad. You mustindicate, by ticking the
appropriate box, whether priority is claimed for all the goods and/or services in the
application or only some of these. In order to obtain priority you must state the
date and country along with the application number from which the priority is
claimed one month from filing date of the application at the Patent and Trademark
Office at the latest. You can also obtain priority up till six months from the day
when you first used the mark for goods exhibited at a recognized exhibition, such
asaworldfair. Youmustindicate specifically which goods have been exhibited. In
order to obtain priority you must state the name of the exhibition and the day the
goods or service were exhibited for the first time one month from the filing date
of the application to the Patent and Trademark Office at the latest.

Item 12: You may add any additional remarks and supply attachments. Please
be aware that your application is not given an application date until you have
supplied arepresentation of the mark in an accepted format. Submitting a
representation alone is not sufficient.
